
Report on E-Learning at Al-Kitab University 

Al-Kitab University recommends the adoption of Blended Learning, in which 20% of the 

educational process is conducted electronically. This approach ensures readiness for 

emergencies, as witnessed during the COVID-19 crisis. The University has complied with this 

percentage through the following measures: 

1. Adoption of the University’s E-Services Portal, which provides the upload of electronic 

lectures and interaction between faculty and students through multiple platforms such as 

the Student Application and the Faculty Application. 

2. HEPIQ Platform – an advanced Student Information System (SIS) that digitizes the 

academic administration of students, faculty members, and administrators. It provides 

schedule management, student registration, and documentation of electronic activities. 

This integrated digital platform simplifies university operations and enhances the 

educational experience through innovative technologies. 

3. Pologona System, which allows part of the lectures to be delivered electronically 

(optional, depending on the subject and the instructor). 

4. Balanced Distribution of Learning Modes to ensure integration between face-to-face and 

online education.

E-Learning 20% 

Thus, Al-Kitab University has achieved a 20% level of E-Learning, consistent with global 

technological advancements, ensuring a balance between face-to-face and electronic learning that
